1. Change the document settings so that angles are measured in degrees. (The default is radians, a unit that you will learn in grade 12).

2. Use the Solve command to find the angles whose sine is 0.5. Record your answer. 
3. Use the Solve command again, but this time use the “such that” key to restrict the domain to angles between 0 and 360 degrees. Since the value of the sine ratio is positive, could you have used a different domain?

4. Refer to questions 1, 2 and 3 on page 194 and 195 of your text where you are required to solve for an angle in a triangle. Use the restricted domain for these equations. What domain would you use for these questions? Why?
