( Select 2:System Settings.

( Tab down to Angle, and ensure that Radian is selected.
( Tab down to Auto or Approx, and ensure that Auto is selected.

( Tab down to OK and press enter.
( Press the [image: image2.png]


  key and select 6:New Document.
( Open a new calculator page. 
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( Type 30×π÷180 and press enter.

30° is exactly 
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 radians.

( Press the up cursor twice.
( Press enter.

The previous entry will be copied.

( Press ctrl and enter to access the approximation 
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.
30° is approximately 0.52 radians.
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
