Section 8-1 The Sine Law

There is a Learn Check assignment entitled “8-1 Sine Law” that the teacher can use to assess skills in this unit. The first two questions can be sent as Quick Poll questions if the teacher wishes, however the prompts are too long to fit on the screen. They will have to be placed on the board or stated in class.
If a teacher is using Cabr® Jr. in his/her class, constructions can be prepared in advance to send out to the class. Rather than asking students to draw a triangle in their notebooks, a Cabri® Jr. application variable can be sent out either through the “Send to Class” feature or from the teacher calculator. I would recommend that such files just have the triangle labeled with the vertices prepared. Let students find the measure of the important sides and angles. Be sure to indicate the degree of accuracy that you want in the students’ measurements and results.

If you wish, a pre-made Cabri© Jr sketch entitled “SECT81” is available for teachers and students to manipulate. To drag any vertex, press (, move to the vertex and press (. A hand will appear on the vertex and you can drag the vertex to a new location on the screen using the cursor keys. The measurements will change as you move. Press  ( to release the hand.

For more details on Cabri© Jr. go to the Texas Instruments website. A manual for Cabri© Jr. version 2.0 can be downloaded. It is very simple to use.

Section 8-2 The Cosine Law

There is a Learn Check assignment entitled “8-2 Cosine Law” that the teacher can use to assess skills in this unit. The first two questions can be sent as Quick Poll questions if the teacher wishes, however the prompts are too long to fit on the screen. They will have to be placed on the board or stated in class.

If a teacher is using Cabr® Jr. in his/her class, constructions can be prepared in advance to send out to the class. Rather than asking students to draw a triangle in their notebooks, a Cabri® Jr. application variable can be sent out either through the “Send to Class” feature or from the teacher calculator. I would recommend that such files just have the triangle labeled with the vertices prepared. Let students find the measure of the sides and angles. Teachers can use any of the questions from the previous Learn Checks to create a new Learn Check assignment for review purposes. There is a Learn Check entitled “Ch 8 Review” that can be used for this purpose. All of the questions from the first three sections are in this Learn Check, separated as sections. Teachers could make up their own review by selecting questions from this Learn Check and deleting the others.
Alternatively, teachers could use items stored in the Item Bank to select questions using the keyword search feature.

As before, if the True-False questions are be used as Quick Polls, be prepared to place the prompt on the board or state it in class.
